Upcoming election 
dates include: 
TUESDAY, 
AUGUST 5 - State 

Primary Election.   
Register no later than July 7, 2008 to be eligible 
to vote in this election. 
TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 4 - General Election. 
Register no later than October 6, 2008 to be 
eligible to vote in this election. 
You can easily check if (and where) you are 
registered through the State of Michigan Voter 
Information Center, www.michigan.gov/vote or 
by calling the township clerk’s office 517-651-
2094.  You may request an absentee voter (AV) 
ballot by mail up until the Saturday prior to the 
election.  However, don’t delay.  AV ballots 
must be returned to the clerk before the close of 
the election.  Postmark doesn’t matter.  AV 
ballot applications and additional election is 
available at www.michigan.gov/vote or by 
calling our office. 
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If you are interested in running for local office, 
you may still file a qualifying petition to run in 
the November General Election.  Contact the 
Clerk for petitions and filing information. 
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The Victor Township Hall is available to rent 
for private events.  Large hall capacity is 210 
persons.  Rental rate is $300 for residents and 
$450 for non-residents. It includes use of the 
kitchen and banquet tables and chairs. $150 
security deposit is required at the time of 
booking. Board room is also available for private 
functions.  Banquet seating capacity is 30.  It is 
perfect for bridal or baby showers, birthday 
parties, etc.  Rental rate is $35 for residents and 
$50 for non-residents.  The kitchen is not 
included but can be rented for an additional $10 
fee.  For further information or for booking,
